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	In the first two chapters of Animal Farm, the animals are planning to revolt against Farmer Jones, the owner of Manor Farm. The animals rally around Old Major, a boar who has had a dream of revolt. He dreams of a farm where the animals rule and everyone is treated fairly. At the end of his speech, the animals join in singing “Beasts of England,” a song inspired by Old Major’s dream. In the very next chapter, the animals, after not being fed by Farmer Jones—who has out too late drinking—decide to revolt. In the face of the infuriated animals, Farmer Jones runs away. Now the animals have free reign of the farm.  
	The beginning of this book is a little strange. Obviously Orwell is trying to make some sort of point, but at this point I’m not really sure what it is. I wonder what will happen to the farm with the animals in charge of it. 
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
