Speaking in Spanish: 

The degree to which you will be expected to speak in Spanish will be directly proportional to your class’s level of advancement. Spanish II students should speak in Spanish as much as they are able. If you don’t know how to say a word, ask me in Spanish, using the phrasing “¿Cómo se dice…” If you need to use the restroom or get a drink, permission will only be granted when you ask in Spanish. 

Class Preparation: 


As with any class, you need to come prepared. You will need to have your textbook as well as your Activities/Vocabulary Manual, class folder, paper, pen/pencil, and homework. 

Late Work: 

You will be permitted to turn in three late assignments per quarter. The fourth and following late assignments will be worth NO CREDIT. The first three late assignments will be subject to the late work policy in the handbook. In case you forgot what it is, here you go. (Late journals are not included in this rule.) 

· Turning in an assignment one day late will result in the assignment’s being worth no more than a 75%.

· Turning an assignment in two days late will result in the assignment’s being worth no more than a 59%. 

· Turning an assignment in three or more days late will result in the assignment’s receiving a ZERO. 

*I will alert you when you are nearing or have reached the three-late-assignments mark.* 

Grade Breakdown: 

Most of your points in this class will come from your daily work both in and out of class. Learning a foreign language requires the ability to speak, listen, write, and read. Most of your assignments will work on reading/writing, while much of our work in class will deal with speaking and listening. Another key component of your grade will be your participation in class. You won’t get everything perfect when you speak in Spanish (neither will I!), but you will be expected to actively participate. Your tests will include listening, writing, and reading Spanish. This is how your grade will be weighted: 

· Homework—35% 

· Tests/Quizzes—30%

· In-class work & Participation—20%

· Projects—15%

Projects: 


Each quarter, you will have a project due. Of course more details will be forthcoming, but it will deal either with a particular topic that we have studied that quarter, or with an aspect of culture. 

Conduct in Class: 

You will be expected to adhere to school rules (tuck in your shirts when appropriate, don’t chew gum, etc.) when in class. More importantly, however, respect will be demanded. Disrespect toward God, the teacher, or fellow classmates will not be tolerated. Persistence of disrespect will result in a visit to Mr. Schwenke’s office. 

Neatness of Assignments: 

Every assignment that you hand in will be held to a certain standard of neatness. Illegible handwriting, “confetti edges,” partial, or “recycled” (using the flip-side of an old assignment) will be unacceptable. If you turn in such a paper, I will return it to you to re-do, and it will be counted late.
